“They have a horror of being latinized, of betraying the old
Faith. One must always insist that there is no idea of latinizing
them, that the old Faith is not incompatible with, but rather
demands union with the chief see which their Fathers obeyed.
In canon law they have nothing to change except such abuses as
the sale of bishoprics and the Erastianism that their own bet-
ter theologians deplore. Celibacy, azyme bread, and so on are
Latin customs that no one thinks of forcing on them. They need
not add the Filioque to the Creed, they will always keep their
venerable rite untouched. Not a bishop need be moved, hardly

a feast (except that of St. Photius on 6 Feb.) altered. All that is
asked of them is to come back to where their Fathers stood, to
treat Rome as Athanasius, Basil, Chrysostom treated her. It is
not Latins, it is they who have left the Faith of their Fathers.
There is no humiliation in retracing one s steps when one has
wandered down a mistaken road because of long-forgotten
personal quarrels. They too must see how disastrous to the com-
mon cause is the scandal of the division. They too must wish to
put an end to so crying an evil. And if they really wish it the way
need not be difficult. For, indeed, after nine centuries of schism
we may realize on both sides that it is not only the greatest it is
also the most superfluous evil in Christendom.” Read more...

This week, we focus on a giant
in the Catholic Church, Saint Thomas Aquinas for whom a special page is devoted. The excerpts below are
available from AMERICAN CATHOLIC.

February 07 -Saint Colette

Colette did not seek the limelight, but in doing God’s will she certainly attracted a

lot of attention. Colette was born in Corbie, France. At 21 she began to follow the
Third Order Rule and became an anchoress, a woman walled into a room whose only
opening was a window into a church. After four years of prayer and penance in this
cell, she left it. With the approval and encouragement of the pope, she joined the Poor
Clares and reintroduced the primitive Rule of St. Clare in the 17 monasteries she es-
tablished. Her sisters were known for their poverty—they rejected any fixed income—
and for their perpetual fast. Colette’s reform movement spread to other countries and is
still thriving today. Colette was canonized in 1807.

February 08 - St. Josephine Bakhita

For many years, Josephine Bakhita was a slave but her spirit was always free and
eventually that spirit prevailed. Born in Olgossa in the Darfur region of southern
Sudan, Josephine was kidnapped at the age of seven, sold into slavery and given the
name Bakhita, which means fortunate. She was re-sold several times, finally in 1883
to Callisto Legnani, Italian consul in Khartoum, Sudan. Josephine entered the Institute
of St. Magdalene of Canossa in 1893 and made her profession three years later. In
1902, she was transferred to the city of Schio (northeast of Verona), where she as-
sisted her religious community through cooking, sewing, embroidery and welcoming
visitors at the door. She soon became well loved by the children attending the sisters’
school and the local citizens. She once said, “Be good, love the Lord, pray for those
who do not know Him. What a great grace it is to know God!” Pope John Paul II said
that in St. Josephine Bakhita, “We find a shining advocate of genuine emancipation.
The history of her life inspires not passive acceptance but the firm resolve to work
effectively to free girls and women from oppression and violence, and to return them
to their dignity in the full exercise of their rights.”

February 09 -- St. Jerome Emiliani

In the years after his ordination, events again called Jerome to a decision and a new
lifestyle. Plague and famine swept northern Italy. Jerome began caring for the sick and
feeding the hungry at his own expense. While serving the sick and the poor, he soon
resolved to devote himself and his property solely to others, particularly to abandoned
children. He founded three orphanages, a shelter for penitent prostitutes and a hospi-
tal. Around 1532 Jerome and two other priests established a congregation, the Clerks
Regular of Somasca, dedicated to the care of orphans and the education of youth. Je-
rome died in 1537 from a disease he caught while tending the sick. He was canonized
in 1767. In 1928 Pius XI named him the patron of orphans and abandoned children.

February 10 -Saint Scholastica

Twins often share the same interests and ideas with an equal intensity. Therefore, it

is no surprise that Scholastica and her twin brother, Benedict (July 11), established
religious communities within a few miles from each other. Born in 480 of wealthy
parents, Scholastica and Benedict were brought up together until he left central Italy
for Rome to continue his studies. “All religious are under an obligation, in accordance
with the particular vocation of each, to work zealously and diligently for the building
up and growth of the whole mystical body of Christ and for the good of the particular
churches. It is their duty to foster these objectives primarily by means of prayer, works
of penance, and by the example of their own lives” (Vatican II, Decree on the Pastoral
Office of Bishops, 33, Austin Flannery translation).

ENCOUNTER - Prayer & MediTaTioN

A Mthodof Mental Prayer

by St. Alphonsus Liguori

“We must observe that Saint Alphonsus
makes the practice of mental prayer simple, clear,
easy, and not less fruitful. Owing to the method
which he teaches, this exercise, indispensable to him
who wishes to sanctify himself, is really put within
the reach of all. He wishes that every one should
learn how to meditate. He earnestly recommends
that for this purpose special instructions should he
given to the people.” Rev. E. Grimm.

“Mental prayer consists of three parts; the
preparation, the meditation, and the conclusion. The
preparation consists of three acts: one of faith in
the presence of God; of humility, with a short act of
contrition; and of prayer to be enlightened. saying
as follows, for the first: My God; I believe that you
art present with me, and I adore you with all the
affection of my soul. For the second: O Lord by my
sins | deserve to be now in hell. I repent, O Infinite
Goodness! with my whole heart, of having offended
you. [Jesus, I trust in you.] For the third: My God
for the love of Jesus and Mary, give me light in this
prayer, that [ may profit by it. Then say a Hail Mary
to the Most Blessed Virgin, that she may obtain light
for us; and a Glory be to the Father, to St. Joseph, to
your guardian angel, and to your patron saint, for the
same end. These acts should be made with attention,
but briefly; and then you go on directly to the medi-
tation.

In the meditation you can always make use
of some book, at least at the beginning, and stop
where you find yourself mostly touched. St. Francis
de Sales says that in this we should do as the bees,
which settle on a flower as long they find any honey
in it, and then pass on to another. It should also be
observed, that the fruits to be gained by meditation
are three in number: to make affections, to pray, and
to make resolutions; and in these consists the profit
to be derived from mental prayer. After you have
meditated on some eternal truth, and God has spo-
ken to your heart, you must also speak to God; and

thanksgiving, of humility, or of hope; but above all,
repeat the acts of love and contrition. St. Thomas
says, that every act of love merits for us the grace of
God and paradise:

“Every act of love merits eternal life.” Each
act of contrition obtains the same thing. Acts of love
are such as these: My God; I love you above all
things! I love you with all my heart! I desire to do
your will in all things. I rejoice that you are infinite-
ly happy! and the like. For an act of contrition it
is enough to say: O Infinite Goodness, I repent of

having offended you!

In the second place, you must pray; ask God
to enlighten you, to give you humility or other vir-
tues, to grant you a good death and eternal salvation;
but above all, his love and holy perseverance. And
when the soul is in great aridity, it is sufficient to
repeat:

My God, help me! Lord, have mercy on me!
My Jesus, have mercy! and if you do nothing but
this, your prayer will succeed exceedingly well.

In the third place, before finishing your
prayer, you must form a particular resolution; as, for
instance, to avoid some occasion of sin, to bear with
an annoyance from some person, to correct some
fault, and the like.

Finally, in the conclusion, three acts are to be
made: in the 1st, we must thank God for the inspi-
rations we have received; in the 2d, we must make
a determination to observe the resolutions we have
made; in the 3d, we must ask God, for the love of
Jesus and Mary, to help us to keep our resolution.
The prayer concludes by the recommendation of the
souls in purgatory, the prelates of the Church, sin-
ners, and all our relatives and friends, for which we
may say an Our Father and a Hail Mary. St. Francis
of Sales exhorts us to choose some thought which
may have struck us more especially in our prayer,
that we may remember it during the rest of the day.”
